Mrs Wilson met with the school council for the first time!

She talked to everyone about what it meant to be on the school council; that they are going to be listening to other children and discuss things that concern us at school. Using ideas from everyone else, they will be helping to make our school an even better place. The school council will be talking about our lessons, the playground, lunchtimes, how we can help people in our local area and even the toilets!!
Mrs Wilson said that the people running the school council should be from Year 2. These people were chosen to do special jobs;

You can see who else is on the school council, and what they are hoping to do on the notice board next to the staff room.

The School Council discussed the playground at this meeting, and that they would like to introduce playground helpers. Names for these helpers were suggested; playground helpers, safety people and playground buddies. Everyone was keen to have playground buddies.

It was discussed whether the buddies should come from Year 2 or from all year groups. A vote was taken and most children felt that they should come from all year groups. The group had a long talk about how many buddies the school should have and whether they should do one day a week or be buddies for a whole half term. They didn’t reach an answer, but Mrs Wilson had a think about it and decided on this idea.

We will have 2 playground buddies from each class in Year 2. These children will be shown some playground games that they can play with other children. These six children will be playground buddies for half a term.
There will then be one playground buddy from all of the classes in Year 1 and Reception. This playground buddy will be on duty for a week, and then someone else will have a turn. It will be up to the teacher and the rest of the class to decide who is the playground buddy for the week.

All playground buddies will wear caps so that other children know who they are. They will be on duty at breaktime and lunchtime.

The School Council decided that Playground Buddies should be doing the following:

· Helping others when they are hurt, by being kind and bringing them in if they need to

· Being kind to people who are sad or lonely

· Sitting next to children who don’t have anyone to sit next to in the dinner hall

· Making sure that only children who are supposed to be on the adventure playground are on it???
· Year 2 buddies could organise games for people to join in with

Please could you discuss with your class whether you think these are good ideas – do they think playground buddies should be doing anything else? Should we think about a friendship bench/sign?

Please could you then ask the children if they would like to be playground buddies, and what they think they could offer. It would be helpful if you would select one child from Reception and year 1 for the first week after half term and let me know names.

In year 2, we will need to have 2 children from each class to start next half term. Please could I have these names as soon as possible.

If any more time remaining, please ask if the children have any more ideas that they would like the school council to discuss.
