1. Using computers in school

We talked about whether we liked using computers in our lessons. Everyone said that they did. Things that we like doing include; playing games, Activ primary, Clicker paint, printing things, typing in stuff, finding out about pirates. Out of 14 members, 11 children would like to use computers more often.

2. School Meals

Miss Judd meets with Norse – the people who provide our school meals, and they talk about foods that we like and dislike in our school, whilst trying to keep our meals healthy and nutritious. We talked about some of the foods we like;

Spaghetti, chocolate cake and custard, roast dinners, ice-cream and chips. Sophie made the suggestion that we should reduce the number of times that we have milkshakes to once a week, as some people are allergic or don’t like milk. We need to take the menus to our class councils to discuss the foods that everyone likes or dislikes.

3. Outdoor learning

Everyone said that they enjoyed outdoor learning. Two children said that they didn’t mind whether they were outdoor or indoor. These were the reasons that children said they enjoyed the outdoors;

Running around  (Noah)

Playing games (Tyler)

Doing maths outside (Brianna)

Writing my name in the sand and snow (Gabriel)

Skipping (Anya)

The world outside can inspire you for your work (Sophie)

11 members of the school council said that they would like to go out more.

4. Keeping Safe

We talked about how we knew who we might talk to in school or at home if we didn’t feel safe. Everyone said that they had their safe hands, which they could look at to remind themselves who to talk to.

5. Clubs

Mrs Wilson asked which clubs we took part in and whether we enjoyed them;

Tyler, Harry and Noah take part in ICT club – they enjoy it because you get to use the computers to do what you like, and last week they made a poster on keeping ourselves safe on the computers.

Sophie enjoys world dance – she says it is really good as you get to learn different dances around the world and wear different costumes. It is really fun.

Maddy goes to Capoeira although she says she has not been going in as she hasn’t felt like it. Mrs Wilson asked why more children did not go to Capoeira - Some children said that they didn’t like it and someone else said it was too active. Out of the eleven children in the group who have tried Capoeira in lesson times, 5 children liked it. Mrs Wilson said that we needed to ask the other children what they thought, as the school is spending a lot of money on having Capoeira in school and if children do not like it we may need to think again.

Other clubs that school council members would like include: gymnastics, drawing, dinosaur club, language and golf.

Noah mentioned that when he used the toilets there were often lots of tissues on the floor and sometimes people have weed on the floor. We talked about having a competition to design posters to go up in the toilets about looking after them and keeping them clean. Mrs Wilson said she would provide a prize for the winner.

Grace and Maddy talked about playground markings – Mr Holloway had talked to them about it. Mrs Wilson explained that the school are waiting to see if we can afford to have the playground re-covered as there are lots of cracks in it. If so, we will have some more markings put on then.

Playground buddies are not being changed in each class – we need ot remind our classes to do this every week.

Mrs Wilson talked about the possibility of us being able to help children in schools in areas of the world who are not so fortunate as us. She will be talking to some people who have links to a school in Africa who we may be able to support. Ideas for raising money included a sponsored event and special sales.
